A few 
years later, an optional OxyHolter cable was 
added, SpO2 and EKG could be recorded in 
one unit. Now NEMon’s users could address 
CPT code 94762 to assess the effectiveness of 
LTOT (long term O2 therapy). More recently, 
diagnostic software called LX Sleep has been 
added to Holter LX Analysis so that now users 
can diagnose obstructive sleep apnea at home 
rather than in a sleep lab and address CPT 
codes 95806 and G0400.

Dan Walton (CEO, Owner, SAW Medical) 
states “NEMon’s equipment is stable and 
very reliable. And they actually listen to 
their customers and dealers. When they came 
out with the oxygen cable it was extremely 
important for sleep apnea. And now their 
software will calculate the AHI which will 
encourage more doctors to use the system.

Not only 
can it run for 30 days as required of all US 
event recorders, but it can internally record up 
to 90 minutes of events – all of this on a single 
AA battery. The DR200/E is the only system 
to address both the telephonic transmission

Together, they are the least intrusive, least expensive and 
most accurate way to diagnose OSA available today.
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So what’s next for NEMon? Without 
tipping off their competitors, NEMon 
offers the following glimpse into the 
future. How about a thinner, lighter, 
stronger DR180+ with additional 
channel capability, modified to use 
the same SD card as the DR200 or 
your digital camera? The additional 
channel(s) for the OxyHolter could 
address the G0399 (Type III) CPT 
code. In the research and clinical  
environments, future software will 
support traceability and accountabil-
ity; screens and reports to support 
ANS measurements (Autonomic 
Nervous System; CPT code 95921). 
For Event software, how about links 
to patient scheduler, auto-attendant, 
inventory control of your recorders 
and multiple users, MS-Access or 
SQL database ECG database storage? 
What if you had a complete suite of 
ECG analysis software, (Holter and/
or Event) in an ASP model online 
and analysis software on a pay-per-
use or subscription basis? The com-
pany won’t let everything out of the 
bag, but NEMon is excited about  
the future. 

NEMon’s tag line is ‘advancing 
Holter technology’. They appear 
to do that in every way. NorthEast 
seems also out to prove, ‘Good 
Medicine is also Good Business’. 
Maybe I’ll suggest that for their next 
marketing campaign!

dispersion) and ST analysis. The 
company continues to innovate by 
adding plug-in, value added modules 
on top of the core analysis software 
like LX Sleep. Upcoming releases 
will include color reports, 6MWA 
(CPT 94620), Sleep Analysis of OSA 
with airflow, and as always, support 
for third party applications such  
as MatLab. 

Innovation isn’t limited to hardware 
and features; it is also apparent in 
how NEMon supports their custom-
ers.
